
2012 AOH St. Pat’s Day Run 
 
Saturday, 10 March –  A sunny day with a tailwind spawned a near-record total of 624 finishers in this year's AOH races. The current record of 660 was set last year. Since last year, 
race officials had decided against changing the traditional (and popular) 3-mile race route to a loop course, and instead they contracted more busses to carry runners to the start, and they 
also hired an independent race-timing company to time the races using timing chips. And they made these changes while still charging each runner just $20 early registration fee. Ten 
busses (six more that last year) were on site to haul runners to the start, and each bus was jammed beyond its stated capacity. The races were advertised to start at 11 a.m., but high 
turnout for race-day registration and slow packet distribution delayed bus loading, until the busses finely began transporting runners to the start at 11:15, and the races eventually went 
off at 11:48. The extra time strained the patience of a several large groups of 3-mile participants who intended to walk the route, and they took matters onto their own feet by starting 
out "early."  By the time of the official start, there was a stream of walkers, three and four wide, stretching 1200 meters into the race course. 
 

The start of 3 and 6-mile races were synchronized by radio, and the 6-mile race started relatively uneventfully, but the 3-mile race's official "start" was strange and unruly. And the 
reasons for that were many.  
 

The 3-mile start line was painted with the usual broad, green strip across Cable Road in the normal location, but the 
rest of the race set up was abnormal. Two port-a-potties were stationed directly on the side of the road about 10 
meters in front of the starting line, and there was a long line of runners strung across the road waiting there to use the 
potties.  The potty line was still fully obstructing the road when the race started.  There were no race personnel 
controlling or organizing the start, and anarchy prevailed. The two visible race officials were perched on a truck-bed 
perhaps 40 meters behind the green starting line, with the horde of runners between. The two men on the truck did not 
have a megaphone, and any directions they may have issued were not heard at the starting line. As always, the starting 
line was bulging and bubbling-over with youthful exuberance, but strangely, in front of that crowd (but behind the 
potty line) another human wall formed including one wheelchair and half a dozen other runners with baby strollers.  
 

With no race official to direct wheelchairs and strollers to their rightful, safe starting position at the rear of the field, 
some of the more serious runners began to position themselves further to the front, stimulating others to do the same, 
and soon a new crowd-front formed about 25 meters beyond the green line. With runners busily talking, milling about 
and continuing warm-up strides, a rumor circulated that the race would start in two minutes, but it didn't.  When the 
"start" did finally come it produced surprise and mayhem. Unbeknownst at the front of the crowd, the two officials on 
the truck were counting down to the start, and at some point they said "go." The runners near the truck began 
repeating the command and eventually word that the race had started made its way through the crowd. Yelling, 
pushing and scrambling from the back left many at the front confused with surprise. Eventually the flood of runners 
crushed through the strollers and the potty line, and the race was on. Those who broke away cleanly, struck out with a 
big lead as they weaved a path through the waves of walkers. 
 

Butte High senior Josh Panasuk and Helena's Aaron Little broke away from the melee with Butte's Matt Choquette 
trailing, and they went through the first downhill mile with a tailwind in 4:37. Panasuk continued to lead throughout 
the race as Little fatigued and then fell behind. Choquette first passed Little and then closed in on Panasuk with just 
800 meters left before the finish. Choquette later said that he may have been able to pass Panasuk at that point, but he 
didn't feel ready for a long fight to the finish, so he decided to leave his kick to the very last moment. Choquette lurked 
behind Panasuk and then surprised him with a late rush to the finish, winning by one second in 14:54. Little hung on 
to third place with his time of 15:13. 
 

The women's 3-mile race was not as close. Nicole Hunt of Deer Lodge, who two years ago set the course record at 
15:50 with a big tail wind, was returning to competitive running after giving birth to twin boys last November and 
today she completed the course in 17:09. Although Hunt's finish time was over a minute slower than her course 
record, her time did establish a new age-division record for 40 year olds. The old record was 17:23 by Butte's Susan 
Kaluza in 2001. Today, Kulaza also set a new age-division record in the 50 to 59 year division with her 19:27 time 
which was the first time a 50 year old woman had broken the 20-minute barrier. Kaluza set the previous record at 
20:17 in last year's race. Second place in today's race went to last year's winner, Anaconda high schooler Olivia Wood, 
whose 18:08 finish time was more than a minute faster than she ran last year. 
 

Lisa Minnehan of Billings won the women's 6-mile race by nearly two minutes in 38:44. Second place was Mary Dean 
of Butte whose 40:46 finish time was the second fastest time ever recorded by a fifty year old women in the AOH 6-
mile. The men's 6-mile was won by Kyle Strode of Helena who won the race for the first time after many previous 
attempts at the distance since he first raced the AOH run in 1989. In the 23 years since Strode's first AOH run he has 
hardly lost a step, but the competitive depth of the race has diminished, evidenced by the fact that the 48-year-old 
Strode's winning time of 32:03 was only six seconds slower than he ran in 1989 when he placed sixth overall.
